Classroom Rules, Consequences, and Rewards for Ms. Megan’s Kindergarten Class
Each student will start the day with their clothespin on a green light.  When a rule is broken, the student will be given a warning.  If the behavior continues, the student will be asked to move his/her clip to blue (followed by yellow, then by red), and he/she will have to suffer the consequence of his/her action.  Daily conduct reports will be written in your child’s student planner.  Please review and initial this section daily.  Weekly conduct reports will be sent out with your child’s graded papers on Fridays.  Please review, sign, and return these as well.

Class Rules:
· “Bee” respectful.
· “Bee a good listener.
· “Bee” a good friend.
· “Bee” responsible.
· “Bee” the best that you can be!
Consequences:

1st Offense: Verbal warning and reminder of appropriate behavior.

2nd Offense: Student moves clip to blue.  (Lose 5 minutes of 2nd recess.)
3rd Offense: Student moves clip to yellow. (Go to Adjustment Center at 2nd recess.)
4th Offense: Student moves clip to red. (Student is sent to principal’s office immediately.)

Rewards:
Students “caught being good” can earn stickers for their sticker charts.  For every five stickers earned, students get to pick a pencil from the Small Treasure Chest.  For every twenty stickers earned, students can choose a prize from the Big Treasure Chest.

Conduct grades each day will be determined by what color light their clip is on; this will be reported daily in their student planners.  The grades will be averaged each week and sent home as an attachment to their graded papers.  

The students will be informed of this plan on the first days of school, but please review this at home with them as well, and return the bottom of this page to me by the end of the week.  Together, we can create a positive atmosphere and a fun, safe place to learn!
